All float entries MUST have a representative at the pre-parade meeting held on Thursday, August 18, 20119 at 7:00 p.m. at the Holland Collage Culinary Institute. 
Due to time constraints of the live television broadcast, the maximum number of floats accepted into the parade may be limited to 50.

Preference may be given to self-propelled entries, floats which incorporate the towing vehicle into the design and decoration of their float, or floats which are decorated in accordance with the parade theme, Parade of Stars.

Float entries will be limited to one towing vehicle and one float. Individual vans, trucks or buses will not be accepted as float entries.


The Gold Cup Parade Committee reserves the right to refuse any float which the Committee deems not to be of acceptable quality, or have sufficient entertainment value to warrant entry into the Parade.

GUIDELINES AND SUGGESTIONS FOR FLOAT DESIGN
This year’s float committee will again be carefully reviewing all applications in order to maintain and continue to build upon our reputation of a high quality, entertaining Parade.

In order to ensure that neither you nor the audience will be disappointed in the 2011 Gold Cup Parade, please keep quality in mind as you make your preparations and plan your float.

We ask you to remember:

· There will be no single vehicles (i.e. vans, trucks, etc.) unless they are entered in the antique car category, or unless they are totally disguised and decorated as a self-propelled float.

· The vehicle towing the float must be decorated in a tasteful manner which coordinates with the theme of the float itself.

· All entries must have a skirting hanging from the bottom of both the towing vehicle and the float to hide the wheels.

· Identify your float with a sign depicting the theme of the float.

The theme for this year’s parade is Parade of Stars and we would ask all participants to decorate their floats in accordance with the theme.  Use props, costumes, music, etc. to incorporate your float theme.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR FLOATS ON PARADE DAY
1. ALL FLOATS MUST enter the marshalling area on North River Road from the intersection of Belvedere Avenue and North River Road.  No one will be allowed access to the marshalling area from any other point along North River Road.

1. Judging will take place BEFORE THE PARADE BEGINS TO MOVE, therefore all floats are to be in position and have all decorations and people in place prior to 8:45 a.m.  Judging will commence at that time.

1. Make sure the towing vehicle is in good mechanical condition and has a full tank of gas.  Any vehicle breaking down on the parade route will immediately be pushed out of the way so that the rest of the Parade may continue.

2. At the official parade starting point, your float will be spaced 40 feet behind the entry in front of you.  Please maintain that spacing at all times throughout the parade in order to prevent huge gaps from forming. As well, please ensure that the towing vehicle for your float is capable of achieving a minimum speed of 5 miles/hour.  In past parades we have had problems with towing vehicles not being able to keep up to parade speed, which inevitably causes huge gaps between entries.

3. There will be ABSOLUTELY NO STOPPING along the parade route, particularly in front of the reviewing stand, to put on a show, do interviews, etc.  This results in huge gaps forming in the Parade which are very difficult to close and makes for a very disjointed Parade.

4. ABSOLUTELY NOTHING is to be thrown from, handed out, or given away from any float.  This includes candy, potato chips, or promotional material.  This is for the safety of children watching the Parade who tend to run after floats giving away these items.  A few years ago, a young girl was killed in a parade in Saint John after falling under the wheels of a float while trying to get candy.

THERE WILL BE NO FURTHER WARNING GIVEN.  Any entry found throwing items from their float will immediately be asked to leave the parade route at the next intersection, and will be barred from future Parades.

5. Drinking of alcoholic beverages on floats or in vehicles will not be tolerated.  City Police have advised that charges could be laid.

THERE ARE NO WATER GUNS ALLOWED!   Spectators have been injured, and have required hospital treatment in previous years from being hit in the face with high pressure water guns.


No people walking with banners in front of Float.  All signage shall be affixed to Float.
